IN this conversation-based course, students can
expect to learn further the history of the
conflict between lIsraelis and Palestinians. The
course will cover the situation prior to 1948 -
including the settler movement, Israel's early
years, the occupation of 1967 and attitudes to
Palestinian issues within these times. We will
look to the modern-day and how the conflict
affects and impacts those who live here in their
everyday lives. The course will allow us to
discuss the ways our understanding of the
conflict has changed over time.

This course will not provide a narrative of the
conflict itself (if such a thing is even possible)
but it will give us a further understanding
regarding the many ways the national conflict
has created life here as we know it.

Please note this is a conversation course, but
you should be able to read and write in Hebrew
to follow the class.
